Tips 
For the Smaller Than A Breadbox Kit 

 Page Pillows are double sided and can be customized with stamps, rub-ons or stickers. 
 Use the MOD diecut circle as is, whole, cut in half or quarters or cut out individual circles 

to place randomly over your layout. 
 Photo sleeves will also offset your journaling or title. 
 Sequins can be adhered with floss, fiber or mini-brads or add a glue dot for dimension. 
 Rounderz can also be threaded with strips of coordinating papers instead of ribbon. 

 For the Bigger Than A Breadbox Kit 
 Use the photo hanger as a tab-pull for hidden journaling.  Embellish it with ribbon. 
 Use the epoxy slide frame to highlight a monogram, portion of a picture or date of the 

layout. 
 The “Tilez” can be embellished with rub-ons, stickers, or permanent inks (stamps or 

pens). 
 Chipboard letters can be altered with paper, paint or 

stickers. Distress it with scuffers or ink. 
 Errant rub-on letter? Use scotch tape and gently apply to 

misplaced letter and slowly pull up. 
 Customize your metal embellishments with permanent 

markers, embossing powders, chalks and colored pencils.
