Tips 
For the Smaller Than A Breadbox Kit 

� Don’t let the flower on the Heidi Grace papers make you think of girls, simply use the 
cardstock or another pattern to quickly, and easily, cover that flower and you suddenly 
have great masculine papers for those men in your life. 

� Don’t like the bulk of the bottle caps? Take a quarter and a forgiving surface (not your 
counter tops) and using a rubber mallet (or put a towel over the bottle cap and use a 
regular hammer) smash them flatter.  The quarter is placed on the underside of the cap to 
help give it a bit of stability to keep the center from caving in. 

� Use the safety pins to attach the tags to your layout, in the corner of a mat in place of a 
photo corner or to adhere ribbon to your page. 

� The mini tabs in the Heidi Grace pack make great subtitles and are small enough to use as highlighted words in your journaling. 
� Not using the pattern side of your paper?  Many papers, like this month’s Heidi Grace are heavy enough to use the “white” as you would 

cardstock; mat photos, create tags or journal boxes.  

 For the Bigger Than A Breadbox Kit 
� The Creative Imaginations Island papers aren’t just 

for the beach.  Think sprinklers, local pools, water-
gun fights, summer swimming lessons and even 
baths would be great events to pair with this water-
themed set. 

� The acrylic paint can be used with foam or rubber 
stamps, used on metal embellishments to change 
the look rub lightly with fine grain sandpaper to 
remove the coating) or on paper. When using on 
paper, use small amounts to prevent the paper 
from warping.
